IV. Island Health Quarterly Presentation 

Marcy Shimada presented recent Island Health updates including patient metrics, cardiac 
telehealth services starting on Orcas, diabetes care metrics, and positive results from the 
Press Ganey survey. 

V. Operations Report 
Superintendent Chord updated the board on the May financials, reported that the Deye 
Lane project was completed and reimbursement will be collected from neighbors, and the 
process for maintenance technician projects is working well.  He noted that resurfacing and 
restriping the clinic parking lot will need to be built into the 2024 budget. 
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Superintendent Chord highlighted the start of cardiac telehealth visits beginning in July, that 
the clinic is providing iPads for interpretation services and introduced the support of holding 
more Island Health education classes on Orcas. He also introduced a clinic funding request 
for staff training.  
 
Other items discussed by Superintendent Chord included potential collaboration with 
Western Washington Medical Group telehealth, the launch of the new orcashealth.org 
website, the DOH Oral Health Grant has been submitted, and possible funding from a San 
Juan Public Hospital District HRSA grant for care coordination.
